Advertising in the Press and on Radio 
Welcome back to the latest issue of the ‘UK People Search News’.

Despite much emphasis on using new media, the Internet and social sites in your people searches, there is much to be said for the more ‘old-fashioned’ media as well. This week we will be concentrating on spreading the word in newspapers and on the radio.
If your research is not finding any leads in the area where the person you are looking for used to live, you could consider an advert in the local paper. This may bring you contacts from family, neighbours, friends or even the person you are looking for. 
The ‘News of the World’ often runs adverts trying to locate missing people missing people. It is sometimes used by Private Investigators and Solicitors etc.

There is a cost to all advertising even simple classified ads. If the cost is a problem you could try to see if the paper will publish your appeal in the newspaper itself. Journalists are always looking for good stories to fill their pages. If your story might fit their paper you could try sending in a press release outlining your search. As may be imagined, there are a great number of people trying to get their appeal in the paper, so you will have to make your item stand out from the crowd. 
Some papers have sections where you can add the details of your own enquiry. Many local papers have a section, as does The Daily Mail.

If you are looking for details of newspapers you could look in ‘Willings Press Guide’, which you should find in your public library in the reference section. If you are online you could look in http://www.onlinenewspapers.com/ for a good selection.

Some magazines have pages for missing person’s searches.  One example is Saga Magazine.
Some radio stations will publicise your search. Local stations are more likely to give you airtime. However if the search is desperate, perhaps due to ill health then BBC Radio 4 sometimes broadcast public announcements for people on holiday or missing to get in touch because a relative is dangerously ill. 

One place where you can add the details of your search for free is at ‘Lost Touch’, which is on Teletext Page151 on Channel 4.
